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1. Currently, there are only tabs for years 1, 2, and 3. How should projects with longer terms (new shelter plus care projects) use the logic model? Is it possible for us to add tabs?  

Projects serving clients for longer than 3 years (S+C and SRO) will only need to provide data for 3 years. 

2. For our SHP applications for new and renewals, our projects serve many of the same clients from year to year. Under the “Totals” tab, should the numbers be cumulative (added for each of the three years) even if some of the clients are the same clients each year? Or is the “Totals” tab supposed to reflect unduplicated clients?  

The data under the “Totals” tab should be cumulative for the three years. Under the “Evaluation” tab a management question has been added. In this section you will be requested to provide data that captures your unduplicated client counts. 

The following question was addressed in the supplemental Q& A document (Question 11) published on April 19, 2007.  HUD has further clarified the response to the question.  The response stated below should be considered the correct response to this question.
11. What is the difference between the 65-point threshold and the 86-point threshold?

The 65-point threshold is established in the Continuum of Care (CoC) NOFA and is the minimum overall score that a CoC must receive to qualify for any funding.   The CoC plan score is combined with 40 points for need to establish the overall score.  The CoC plan score must be at least 25 (out of 60) in order for a CoC to meet the 65-point threshold requirement for funding.  
The 86-point threshold represents the 2006 national funding line.  The funding line changes each year based on the appropriation amount, the number of new and renewal projects, and CoC scores.  

The national funding line has ranged between 78 and 86.   A comparison of year-to-year funding lines is not recommended due to changes in the NOFA and scoring emphasis.  However, the national funding line has risen over the past several years. 

In order for a CoC to receive funding for all new and renewal projects within its Final Pro Rata Need, the CoC must score above the national funding line each year.  If the CoC’s score is below the national funding line, but at least  65 points, the CoC will receive one year of funding for the renewal projects (SHP, HMIS and S+C) and new HMIS projects that receive 40 need points.  

Additionally, new permanent housing project(s) (non-Samaritan Bonus) created by any CoC in Hold Harmless Need (HHN) status that utilizes HHN Reallocation will receive one year of funding if the CoC scores the minimum 65 points.  Note:  no funding will be provided for Samaritan Bonus projects or projects not created through HHN Reallocation if the CoC scores below the national funding line. 
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
