Jane C.W. Vincent, Regional Administrator, Region III, U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development

Jane C. W. Vincent is the Regional Administrator for the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Region III. She is responsible for the oversight of a $47.3 billion dollar portfolio of programs and services throughout Delaware, Maryland, Pennsylvania, Virginia, West Virginia and Washington, DC. During her tenure, Ms. Vincent has reinvigorated the Regional Interagency Council on Homelessness, a collaboration of nine federal agencies dedicated to supporting Opening Doors, the nation’s strategic plan to end veterans and chronic homelessness by 2015, and to ending homelessness among children, family, and youth by 2020. She has worked to promote Sustainable Communities, fair housing, community development and urban revitalization, and to improve the quality of life for public housing and multifamily residents. Ms. Vincent has also worked to provide information through local forums and outreach events about the Obama Administration’s programs to help struggling homeowners stay in their homes. She was instrumental in launching the Administration’s Strong Cities, Strong Communities initiative in Chester, Pennsylvania; a two-year pilot to bring federal agencies together to help strengthen the local economy, education and health and provide affordable housing. Ms. Vincent's career includes extensive experience in public, private and nonprofit sectors. In October 2013, she received the prestigious M. Justin Herman Memorial Award from the National Association of Housing and Redevelopment Officials (NAHRO), the nation’s leading affordable housing and community development organization. Each year, the M. Justin Herman Memorial Award is awarded to one individual for outstanding contributions to bettering lives through service in the field of housing or community development.

Josh Shapiro, Chair, Montgomery County Board of Commissioners  

Josh Shapiro is a public servant who has served at three levels of government earning a reputation as a reformer, an effective legislator and a can-do executive. Shapiro was elected Montgomery County Commissioner in 2011 as the highest vote-getter for that office in the history, and the new administration he leads is the first controlled by Democrats in more than 140 years. Montgomery County is the third largest county in Pennsylvania with 800,000 residents. Shapiro is reforming county government. His efforts to restructure the government while improving efficiency, responsiveness and transparency has won him praise from Democrats and Republicans alike as well as multiple outside organizations and media outlets. Prior to his election to county commissioner, Shapiro represented the 153rd Legislative District in the state House for seven years.  In Harrisburg, Josh wrote and passed the farthest-reaching ethics laws in a generation to create greater transparency in Pennsylvania government, and earned a national reputation as a bipartisan consensus builder. Josh got his start in public service as a Congressional staffer in Washington, DC. By age 25 he was a Congressional Chief of Staff—the youngest person serving in that role at the time. Josh graduated magna cum laude from the University of Rochester, earned a law degree from Georgetown University, and is a member of the Pennsylvania Bar. Josh was raised in Montgomery County and is married to his high school sweetheart, Lori. They live in Abington Township with their four children, Sophia, Jonah, Max and Reuben.

Steady Moono, Vice President, Montgomery County Community College
Steady Moono, Ed.D., serves as Vice President and the Chief Administrative Officer of the West Campus at Montgomery County Community College. In this role, Dr. Moono is charged with the responsibility of being the lead administrator at the West Campus, directing operations within the One College concept and in collaboration with the other vice presidents. He represents the College in the community, and takes a strategic lead in ensuring that programs and services at West are aligned with our student access, success and workforce development goals. He has been recognized as an Outstanding First-Year-Student Advocate by the National Resource Center for the First-Year Experience and Students in Transition. He recently co-authored a textbook with Kendall Hunt Publishing Company Thriving in the Community College & Beyond: Strategies for Academic Success and Personal Development. He holds a B.A. in English from Messiah College, a M.A. in Theology and Counseling from the Biblical Theological Seminary, a M.A. in English from Arcadia University, and an Ed.D. in Education Administration from Immaculata University.

Maurice Jones, Deputy Secretary, U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development 
Maurice Jones was confirmed by the U.S. Senate on March 29, 2012, and was sworn in as Deputy Secretary for the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development on April 18, 2012. As the second most senior official at HUD, Jones manages the Department's day-to-day operations, the annual operating budget, and the agency's 8,900 employees. Prior to HUD Jones was President of Pilot Media the largest print and digital organization in Hampton Roads, VA. Jones joined Landmark Media Enterprises, owner of Pilot Media, in 2005, serving as Vice President of the Landmark Publishing Group, consisting of multiple newspapers including the News & Record in Greensboro, NC; The Roanoke Times; The Capital Gazette in Annapolis, MD; and Landmark Community Newspapers, Inc., based in Shelbyville, Ky. In 2006 Jones became the Vice President and General Manager of Pilot Media and in 2008 he became president and publisher of The Virginian-Pilot, the locally owned and managed newspaper founded in 1865. A Kenbridge, Virginia native, Jones also served as commissioner of the Virginia Department of Social Services and deputy chief of staff to then-Virginia Governor Mark Warner. At the U.S. Treasury Department, Jones was special assistant to the general counsel and he also served as legal counsel to the Community Development Financial Institutions (CDFI) Fund and as director of the fund during the Clinton Administration. Jones also worked for the law firm of Hunton & Williams in Richmond, Virginia and he was a partner at Venture Philanthropy Partners, a firm that invests millions in the Washington, DC metropolitan area to assist low-income children. Jones graduated from Hampden-Sydney College in Hampden-Sydney, Virginia and attended Oxford University in England on a Rhodes scholarship. He later earned a law degree from the University of Virginia.

Douglas S. Massey, Henry G. Bryant Professor of Sociology and Public Affairs, Princeton University
Prior to joining the Princeton faculty, Massey served on the faculties of the University of Chicago and the University of Pennsylvania. He has conducted more than 30 years of research on housing, segregation, urban poverty, and housing and is coauthor of the award-winning book American Apartheid: Segregation and the Making of the Underclass (Harvard University Press 1993) and most recently coauthored the book Climbing Mount Laurel: The Struggle for Affordable Housing and Social Mobility in an American Suburb (Princeton University Press 2013), which won the  Paul Davidoff Award from the Association of Collegiate Schools of Planning.  He is a member of the National Academy of Sciences, the American Academy of Arts and Sciences, and the American Philosophical Society. He is Past-President of the Population Association of America and the American Sociological Association and currently serves as President of the American Academy of Political and Social Science and Director of Princeton’s Office of Population Research.

Mary E. Bell, Manager, Demographic and Economic Analysis, Delaware Valley Regional Planning Commission
Mary E. Bell is the Manager of Demographic and Economic Analysis at the Delaware Valley Regional Planning Commission (DVRPC). Ms. Bell’s current responsibilities include acquiring, organizing, and analyzing population, housing, and economic data to support DVRPC’s regional land use and transportation planning activities. She was the primary author of The Mismatch Between Housing and Jobs: A 2011 Update and Discussion on Achieving Balance, which assessed the Philadelphia region's housing stock, evaluated the balance between jobs and housing, and identified potential alternatives for achieving a better regional jobs/housing balance. Ms. Bell is also responsible for maintaining the region’s comprehensive economic development strategy (CEDS); assisted with the development of Connections 2040 (the Philadelphia region’s long-range plan); and has researched and written numerous reports on other topics related to regional demographics and economics. Ms. Bell received a Masters in Urban and Regional Planning from Virginia Commonwealth University and completed her undergraduate studies at the University of Delaware.    

David Rusk, Founding President, Building One America
David Rusk is the immediate past president and the founding president of Building One America and a national strategic partner of the Building One America movement. In July 2011, he made the major policy presentation at the White House Forum on First Suburbs. The Congressional Quarterly has called David Rusk’s Cities without Suburbs “the Bible of the regionalism movement.” “A must read for all practicing local government officials, elected or appointed,” said the Government Finance Review of Rusk’s Inside Game/Outside Game. Rusk combines strong analytical skills with practical political experience. He is a former federal Labor Department official, New Mexico legislator, and mayor of Albuquerque, the USA’s 32nd largest city. Now a consultant on urban policy, Rusk has worked in over 120 U.S. communities. Abroad, Rusk has lectured on urban problems in Canada, England, Germany, South Africa, and The Netherlands. Since 1991, he and his wife, the former Delcia Bence of Buenos Aires, Argentina, have lived in Washington, DC. 
Philip M.E. Garboden, MPP, Doctoral Student in Sociology, Johns Hopkins University
Philip M. E. Garboden is a doctoral student in sociology at Johns Hopkins University. In 2011, he earned a master’s degree in public policy from that same institution. His work focuses on the ways housing policies intersect with the decisions of private landlords, develop​ers, and tenants to impact low-income communities. 
Jennifer Lee O’Neil, Director, Quadel Consulting Corporation
Jennifer Lee O’Neil, a Director at Quadel Consulting Corporation, has more than 40 years’ experience in real estate development, management, and administration of rental assistance programs. Ms. O’Neil currently provides corporate oversight of Metropolitan Baltimore Quadel (MBQ), the North Carolina Quadel (NCQ) permanent supportive housing program, and the Delaware Valley Regional Housing Mobility Initiative administered by Pennsylvania Quadel. She was formerly Deputy Director for Illinois Quadel (ILQ) where she managed several departments and special programs for the Chicago Housing Authority’s Housing Choice Voucher Program including Family Self Sufficiency (FSS), mobility counseling, and homeownership. Ms. O’Neil was responsible for the operations of the Moving to Opportunity for Fair Housing Demonstration (MTO) in Boston and Chicago; she designed and managed a voluntary mobility counseling program in Chicago; and she currently oversees the Special Mobility Program in Baltimore under the Thompson Settlement Agreement. Publications include an essay on mobility counseling programs in Public Housing and the Legacy of Segregation, The Urban Institute Press, 2009, and contributor to Expanding Choice, Practical Strategies for Building a Successful Housing Mobility Program, Poverty Race Research Action Council and The Urban Institute, 2013.

A 25-year resident of Montclair, Jerry Fried served as Mayor from 2008-2012. Under his leadership, the township became a leader in sustainability initiatives. He currently serves on the Montclair Environmental Commission, works as a consultant for the Rutgers University Alan M. Voorhees Transportation Center's Ambassadors In Motion program, is a regular speaker on Complete Streets and serves on the boards of Bike&Walk Montclair, Building One NJ, the Unitarian Universalist Congregation at Montclair and Outpost in the Burbs. Before his election, he worked in the advertising industry for 27 years and helped create many award-winning commercials.
Sandra B. Mordecai, Certificated School Board Member, West Orange Board of Education and Interim Vice President of the New Jersey School Boards Association, Essex County Chapter, West Orange, NJ 
Elected to the West Orange Board of Education in 2010, Sandra Mordecai has worked to strengthen public education by serving on the West Orange High Schools’ Parent Teacher Association, and by advocating for special education needs through New Jersey’s Statewide Parent Advocacy Network and Special Education Leadership Council. An 18-year resident of West Orange, she also served on the municipality’s Public Relations Commission, Human Relations Commission and Conversations on Race.

Originally from West Philadelphia, Rev. Nathanial Goodson moved his family and church, Prayer Chapel Church of God in Christ, to Upper Darby in 1996. In 2005, he was appointed to fill a vacant council seat on the Upper Darby Township Council and then won that seat in 2006 becoming the first African American Councilman in Upper Darby. He has worked for state representatives in Philadelphia and Delaware County, and serves on the boards of several community agencies and partners with various groups to make Upper Darby a better community. As a social worker, he is the co-founder and director of Guardian Associates of Pennsylvania, a court appointed agency that manages and protects the lives and assets of the most vulnerable members of society. 
Kirby A. Hudson, City Manager, City Of Coatesville, PA

Kirby A. Hudson is the City Manager and the Chief Executive Officer for the City of Coatesville, where he is spearheading a variety of economic revitalization projects.  His public and private sector background includes business and real estate development as well as overseeing operations for the Section 8 Department and Housing Inspections Department for the Chester Housing Authority, Chester, PA.

Marlon Millner, Councilman-At-Large, City of Norristown, PA
Elected in 2009 and re-elected in 2013, Marlon Millner is the Councilman-At-Large for the City of Norristown. He was recently named co-chair of Building One Pennsylvania, a statewide organization comprised of local elected, faith and civic leaders who have joined together to reinvigorate local economies and promote regional opportunity and sustainability. Marlon is also a board member of the Southeastern Pennsylvania First Suburbs Project and serves as pastor of McKinley Memorial Baptist Church in Willow Grove, PA.
Ron Williams, School Board Director, Pottstown School District, PA

Elected to the Pottstown School District three years ago, Ron Williams represents the school board as a legislative liaison, and holds a two-year appointment with the Pennsylvania School Boards Association as a Federal Relations Network member. Ed Pawlowski is a leader with skills honed by experience. A center-city Allentown resident for over a decade, Ed knows first-hand both the struggle and the potential Allentown faces. He cares passionately about the future of the city he chose to make his home. In 2005, Ed was encouraged to run for mayor by business and community leaders. His supporters were quick to point out that Ed’s leadership and experience were the only hope for a city that had been so recklessly managed for years. Voters in Allentown elected Ed and then showed renewed confidence by re-electing him by substantial margins in November 2009 and again in November 2013. He provides technical and policy support for energy, green building, and integrated housing, transportation and economic development programs at HUD and around the nation. Salin leads HUD’s interagency efforts with the Environmental Protection Agency, the Department of Transportation, and other agencies to help improve access to affordable housing, affordable transportation choices, economic growth, and job creation while protecting the environment in communities nationwide. Maurice Gadsden, Housing Counselor, Metropolitan Baltimore Quadel

Maurice Gadsden is a Housing Counselor at Metropolitan Baltimore Quadel. He has more than five years of experience providing high quality mobility counseling services to participants of the Baltimore Regional Housing Mobility Program. He is a graduate of Morgan State University and uses his background in finance, business, and customer service to serve the clients in his caseload.
Christine Klepper, Executive Director, Housing Choice Partners of Illinois, Inc.

Christine Klepper is the executive director of Housing Choice Partners of Illinois, Inc. (HPC), a non-profit organization that assists families enrolled in the housing choice voucher program (formerly Section 8) with the process of moving into the private rental market. Ms. Klepper has worked in fair housing and housing mobility for nearly 40 years, including 18 years of experience running the HUD-funded Moving to Opportunity Fair Housing Demonstration Program, the Gautreaux desegregation program in Chicago. As a contract agency for the Chicago Housing Authority, HCP encourages families going through the Plan for Transformation to move to areas with better schools, lower crime rates and better job opportunities. Part of HCP’s mission is to help undo the century of racial and economic segregation that has divided Chicago and the fears and stereotypes that accompany that history.
Barbara Sard, Vice President for Housing Policy, Center on Budget and Policy Priorities

Barbara Sard rejoined the Center as Vice President for Housing Policy in 2011 after 18 months as Senior Advisor on Rental Assistance to HUD Secretary Shaun Donovan. She previously held the director's position at the Center between 1997 and 2009. Ms. Sard is frequently cited in media outlets, including the Washington Post, The New York Times, NewsHour with Jim Lehrer and the Associated Press. She has written extensively on welfare, homelessness and housing issues and is considered a leading expert on the housing voucher program, rental assistance, and issues concerning the intersection of housing and welfare policy. Prior to working at the Center, she was the Senior Managing Attorney of the Housing Unit at Greater Boston Legal Services, where she worked for more than 19 years. Sard has a B.A. in Social Studies from Radcliffe College/Harvard University and a J.D. from the Harvard Law School.

Kelvin A. Jeremiah, President & CEO, Philadelphia Housing Authority
Kelvin A. Jeremiah was named President and Chief Executive Officer (CEO) of the Philadelphia Housing Authority on March 14, 2013 after serving as Interim Executive Director for nine months. Prior to that appointment, he was hired as the agency’s first-ever Director of Audit and Compliance in August 2011. Mr. Jeremiah is passionate about reducing spending and increasing efficiency at PHA. Some of his major initiatives include re-launching an improved Pre-Apprenticeship Training Program for residents and expanding the PHA Police Department for the first time in over a decade to address safety and security issues. Under his leadership, PHA is seeking to work with public and private partners to develop 6,000 affordable housing opportunities over the next five years. Mr. Jeremiah formerly served as Inspector General at the New York City Housing Authority, the nation’s largest housing authority with a portfolio of 178,000 units housing over 450,000 residents and a Housing Choice Voucher Program with nearly 100,000 participating families. Mr. Jeremiah emigrated from Grenada to the United States as a teenager. He received a Bachelor’s degree in History/Business Administration from Pace University, a Master of Arts in American Social History from Rutgers University, and a Master of Public Administration from American International College. Mr. Jeremiah is a Certified Public Purchasing Official, a Certified Public Housing Management Specialist, and is a member of the Association of Inspectors General. He is a member of the Mayor’s Office of Community Empowerment and Opportunity Oversight Board. He recently named the Strategic Partner of the Year by Building One Pennsylvania for his work with a mobility program.

Sara K. Pratt, Deputy Assistant Secretary for Enforcement Programs, U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development

Sara K. Pratt serves as Deputy Assistant Secretary for Enforcement and Programs at the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development’s Office of Fair Housing and Equal Opportunity (FHEO). Ms. Pratt, who has served in her present position since September 2010, oversees HUD’s enforcement of the Fair Housing Act and other civil rights laws, the Fair Housing Assistance Program, the Fair Housing Initiatives Program and HUD’s enforcement of Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act. She has worked as an attorney, trainer, and fair housing and civil rights expert for thirty-four years. Before her return to HUD, Ms. Pratt staffed the National Commission on Fair Housing and Equal Opportunity, co-chaired by former HUD Secretaries Jack Kemp and Henry Cisneros, helping to prepare a report on the future of fair housing, issued in December 2008. She assisted with the development of the report to the United Nations Committee on the Elimination of Racial Discrimination, “Residential Segregation and Housing Discrimination in the United States," issued in January 2008. She was a member of the faculty of the National Fair Housing Training Academy and the National Fair Housing Alliance’s Fair Housing School and served on the Leadership Conference on Civil Rights Fair Housing Task Force. Her recent publications also include "Disparate Impact under the Fair Housing Act: A Proposed Approach" (December 2009), co-authored with Robert Schwemm. As Director of Enforcement at HUD between 1993 and 1999, Ms. Pratt participated in a number of initiatives relating to discrimination in housing and lending including leading FHEO’s enforcement of the Fair Housing Act and other civil rights laws. She worked personally on the development of the FFIEC Policy Statement on Fair Lending. Under her direct supervision, her office reviewed and analyzed fair lending issues and developed and settled HUD’s first case involving predatory lending.

Philip Tegeler, Executive Director, Poverty & Race Research Action Council
Philip Tegeler is the Executive Director of Poverty & Race Research Action Council (PRRAC), a civil rights policy organization based in Washington, DC. PRRAC’s mission is to promote research-based advocacy on structural inequality issues, with a specific focus on the causes and consequences of housing and school segregation. Mr. Tegeler has written extensively on federal housing policy, including “The Future of Race Conscious Goals in National Housing Policy,” in Public Housing Transformation: Confronting the Legacy of Segregation (The Urban Institute Press).  Before coming to PRRAC, Phil was a staff attorney and legal director at the Connecticut ACLU and was also on the clinical faulty at the University of Connecticut Law School. He is a graduate of the Columbia Law School. PRRAC recently published a two-part review of HUD’s record on “affirmatively furthering fair housing” in the first term of the Obama Administration, titled “Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing at HUD: A First Term Report Card,” available at prrac.org.

Ed Geiger, Director, State of Pennsylvania Department of Community & Economic Development 
Ed Geiger serves as the Director of the Center for Community Financing within the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development (DCED). He administers nearly all of DCED’s community development and housing programs that provide financial assistance to local governments, community groups, nonprofits organizations, and housing developers, totaling roughly $85 million annually in federal and state funds. These resources support community development, housing, and infrastructure, including the HUD formula programs (CDBG, HOME, and Homeless Programs) and the state Keystone Communities Program that encompasses Main Street, Elm Street, and Enterprise Zone components. As part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) and other federal economic stimulus funding, the Center administered one-time funding of $137.8 million. Additionally, Mr. Geiger led an initiative to utilize $88 million over five years via the federal Section 108 Loan Guarantee Program. He also manages the Commonwealth’s efforts to implement the Neighborhood Stabilization Program and helps coordinate the rural Continuum of Care and interagency efforts for homelessness. He is the Past President of the Board of Directors for the Council of State Community Development Agencies (COSCDA), the national association of state agencies that administer HUD programs. He initiated and led Pennsylvania’s effort to become the first state in the nation to revise its Consolidated Plan to incorporate outcome measures in 2003; and subsequently, he managed the effort to have the Commonwealth become the first state to implement HUD’s new performance measurement system. Sandra B. Henriquez, Assistant Secretary for Public and Indian Housing, U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
Sandra Brooks Henriquez was sworn in as the Assistant Secretary for HUD's Office of Public and Indian Housing on Monday, June 22, 2009 after being unanimously confirmed by the U.S. Senate. As part of the senior leadership team at HUD, Henriquez oversees the nation's public housing and rental assistance programs that assist approximately 3.2 million low-income families across the U.S. She is also responsible for the Department's Native American and Native Hawaiian programs, which serve 562 federally recognized tribes. For 13 years, Henriquez was the Administrator and Chief Executive Officer of the Boston Housing Authority (BHA), one of the nation's largest public housing authorities. At BHA, she was responsible for an 850-person workforce, a $280 million budget and nearly 25,000 units of public housing and other affordable housing serving approximately 10 percent of the city's population. Henriquez's leadership made BHA one of the leaders among housing authorities for redeveloping old public housing developments into thriving mixed-income communities using HUD's HOPE VI Revitalization program. She created housing strategies and programs to help the homeless and introduced green principles into BHA business practices and building maintenance and construction. She used Energy Performance Contracting to retrofit the housing authority's outdated heating systems, making them state-of-the-art, more efficient and less costly to operate. Henriquez, formerly the President and Director of the Council of Large Public Housing Authorities (CLPHA), has dedicated her life to housing others. Prior to working for BHA, she worked for Maloney Properties, Inc., a full service real estate property management firm specializing in the delivery of services to resident-controlled and non-profit sponsored housing and was the Director of Housing Management and Tenant Services for the Commonwealth of Massachusetts' Department of Housing and Community Development.
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
